The IRP is one element of the speaking component of the A-
level examinations (paper 3)

* You must choose a subject or a key question which interests you
and which relates to a country or countries where the target
language is spoken.

* You must select relevant information in the target language from
arange of sources, including the Internet.

* The aim of the IRP is to develop research skis
* You need to show your ability to initiate and conduct individual

research by analysing and summarising your findings, in order to
present and discuss them in the A-level speaking assessment.

How it is assessed:

* This element of the speaking examination is worth 35 marks (out
of 60).

* You must start with a 2 minutes presentation.

+ The follow-up discussion will ast 9-10 minutes.
