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The concept of the post-modern western city

The post-modern western city is characterised by a return to flowing lines in the cityscape with peaked, triangular
and multi-levelled roofs. More emphasis is on ornamentation, rather than the modernist architecture of the 1970s
which was characterised by shaped edges and geometry.
