Vo reasons for using talent identification programmes can be madé
by such organisations, including the following:

« 1 means all potentil performers can be screened.

 Performers can be directed o the spors most suited o their alents
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‘@ The development process can be accelerated as a result of the nformation
gained.

‘@ Effcient use can be made of available funding for Talent ID schemes,

‘@ The chances of producing medaliss are improved.

‘@ They provide a co-ordinated approach hetween organisations such as
NGBS, the EIS and UK Sport.

Possible disadvantages of Talent D programmes include the following;

® They may miss late developers.

‘@ They require high levels of funding.

@ They require large numbers 1o be tested to be of use.

‘@ There are no guaraniees of suceess,

‘@ Many sports arein competiton for the same talent pool; high profle
sports may atract more performers or the best performers.
