Task 2
With the development of 24 hour media and technology, the BBS Sports Development Team is putting together information on how they influence and affect sport. For your second task you have been asked to design colourful but informative posters to be displayed in the local secondary schools to help inform PE students. 
Task 2 Part A (P2 & M2)

For your chosen sport you need to create posters that describe and explain the influence that the media has had on a sport. Your posters need to cover the areas below.

1. Describe and explain the types of media and important factors for the media.
2. For television (satellite television, event programming, sponsorship, broadcast rights, punditry) you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.
3. For radio (local, national) you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.

4. For newspapers (local, national, gender imbalance) you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.

5. For magazines you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.

6. For the internet (websites, social media, fan sites, merchandising) you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.

7. For timeouts you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.

8. For rule changes you need to describe and explain the theory and how they have influenced your chosen sport.
