· NOT have any DIALOGUE – you can have sounds, but no words

· You must use between 12 and 24 shots

· Incorporate a narrative (beginning, middle, end)
· You must first plan your shooting sequence and draw a rough storyboard
· Your film must be a particular GENRE
· Contain the theme of “Have you seen what’s outside the window?”

You must include: 

1. at least ONE POV shot
2. ONE  high angle and/or low angle shot

3. at least one TRACKING SHOT
4. One shot reverse shot
5. One ECU of eyes and one ECU of feet
