Some data and information __STORED_ on computers is personal and needs to be kept __CONFIDENTIAL__.  People want to keep their ___MEDICAL_ records, bank details and their salary details private and not allow just anyone to __ACCESS_ them.  If someone who is not ___ENTITLED_ to see these details can obtain access without permission, it is called __UNAUTHORISED__ access to personal _DATA__ and information.

The Data Protection Act __2018_ was passed by __PARLIAMENT__ to control the way information is handled and to give __LEGAL__ rights to people who have information stored about them.
The Data Protection Act does not stop __COMPANIES__  or organisations storing information about people.  It just makes them follow the __RULES_.
