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Key Terms
· Outsourcing – A cost saving strategy used by companies who arrange for goods or services to be produced or provided by other companies, usually at a location where costs are lower.
· Bilateral agreement – An agreement on trade (or aid) that is negotiated between two countries or two groups of countries.
· Multilateral agreement – A negotiated between more than two countries or groups of countries at the same time.
· Bottom up – When local people are consulted and supported in making decisions to undertake projects or developments that meet one or more of their specific needs.
· Top down – When the decision to undertake projects or developments is made by a central authority such as government with little or no consultation with the local people whom it will affect.

Global Systems
· Global systems have evolved to reflect the increased economic, political, social and environmental interdependence in the world.
· Most are supported by internal political organisations to provide stability or consensus.
· The global financial system is facilitated by 2 institutions: the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund.
· International trade and access to markets is overseen by the World Trade Organisation (WTO).
· Concerns about the global environment have led to international summits and the establishment of support structures e.g. Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC).
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Role of International Monetary Fund in Globalisation
· International organisations grew in power and influence throughout the 20th century.  
· The most important is the IMF.  Based in Washington (and largely controlled by the USA) it channels loans from the richest nations to the poorest that apply for help.  
· In return, the governments receiving loans must agree to run free-market economies that are open to outside investment.
· This means that TNCs can enter the country more easily, further promoting globalisation.
· The IMF also ensures that the country can afford to pay back the loan.  Often, they must undergo Structural Adjustment Programmes (SAPs).
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Role of World Bank in Globalisation
· Its role is to finance the development of nations through loans.
· Its official goal is the reduction of poverty by promoting foreign investment and international trade.
· It too requires structural adjustment when granting loans.

Based in Washington, DC, the IMF
channels loans from rich nations
to countries that apply for help. In
return, the recipients must agree
to run free market economies that
are open to outside investment.
As a result, TNCs can enter these
countries more easily. The USA
exerts significant influence over IMF |
policy despite the fact that it has
always had a European president.

IMF rules and regulations can be
controversial, especially the strict
financial conditions imposed on
borrowing governments, who may

be required to cut back on heaith |
care, education, sanitation and ‘
housing programmes.

The World Bank lends money

on a global scale and is also
headquartered in Washington, DC.
In 2014, a US$470 million loan
was granted to the Philippines for
a povertyreduction programme,
for instance. The World Bank also
gives direct grants to developing
countries (in 2014, help was given
to the Democratic Republic of the
Congo to kick-start a stalled mega-
dam project).

In total, the World Bank distributed
US$65 billion in loans and grants
in 2014. However, like the IMF,

the World Bank imposes strict
conditions on its loans and grants.
Controversially, all World Bank
presidents have been American
citizens.

The WTO took over from the

General Agreement on Trade

and Tariffs in 1995. Based in

Switzerland, the WTO advocates

| trade liberalisation, especially for
manufactured goods, and asks
countries to abandon protectionist
attitudes in favour of untaxed trade
(China was persuaded to lift export
restrictions on ‘rare earth’ minerals
in 2014).

The WTO has failed to stop the

world’s richest countries, such as

the USA and UK, from subsidising

their own food producers. This

protectionism is harmful to farmers
| in developing countries who want to
| trade on a level playing field.
